Recently Identified Inadequate Cycling Provisions related to New Developments
· Wickes Stevenson Road, no cycle parking and opportunities to create separate pedestrian and cyclist access from Westfield Avenue and the Water of Leith cycle path missed

· Quartermile – Porters Walk should have been designed to enable cycling connections from Middle Meadow Walk to Nightingale Way

· Fettes Row, no dropped kerb at new St Vincent’s Place development allowing easy access through to St Stephen’s Street

· Tesco, Fountainbridge, no cycle parking

· Tesco Haymarket Terrace, no provisions

· Tesco Roseburn St, no provisions

· Sugarhouse Close, extensive cycle parking is not sufficiently secure for overnight bike storage, in this residential development.

List of inadequate provisions taken to Planning in 2010
· Craiglockhart Campus of Napier University - a range of excellent planning conditions were not delivered as the project was completed in 2003 and to this day are absent 

· Botanic Garden’s West Gate development – no new cycling provisions were made in this £15 million development despite modest existing provisions for staff and visitors.

· Granton Square / Granton Harbour – again, conditions not followed through and in the case of Granton Harbour, the poorest provisions made

· Residential flats at 18 Muirhouse Bank – cycle shelters included in conditions but not known to the resident who recently contacted Spokes
· Aldi, Gorgie Road, cycle racks far too close together

· Tesco Colinton Road (Churchill), racks far too close together

· Sainsbury's Murrayfield, 12 out of 16 racks OK, 4 highly deficient Also development should have provided improvements for the pedestrian path to the east of the site which provides a traffic free link from Westfield to Gorgie Road (and would assist with wider connections from Gorgie to the Water of Leith path) 
· Apex Hotel, Waterloo Place/ Calton Road, the racks have been placed too close to a wall

· Sainsbury’s convenience store at the West Port – no public cycle parking provided

· Sainsbury’s off middle meadow walk – parking located around the side when there is plenty space to the front
